Reflection for this Sunday: Easter is the greatest feast in
our Catholic faith, celebrating the Resurrection of Jesus
Christ—His victory over sin and death, and the promise of
new life and salvation.

Jesus’ victory assures us that death never
has the final word, and through faith and baptism, we are
invited into this new life. Like the first disciples, who were
transformed by the shock and joy of the empty tomb, we
too are called to let Easter change us—transforming our
hearts, renewing our faith, and inspiring us to share the
Good News with others. The Resurrection calls us to move
beyond ceremony and encounter the living Christ, to be-
come witnesses of His hope and agents of His love in a
world that deeply needs it. As we celebrate Easter, let us
thank God for His constant work in our lives, and recommit
ourselves to follow the Risen Lord with courage and joy.
